Sika-Design is a Danish family company established in 1942. With a
passion for rattan and great craftmanship, we manufacture timeless
furniture in both our own designs, and in designs by some of the world’s
greatest designers and architects.

We are proud to call us the oldest manufacturer of rattan and wicker
furniture in Scandinavia. Our history began with rattan but for almost 20
years we have also been manufacturing handwoven outdoor furniture
based on the same great craftmanship.

Creating long lasting furniture

With 3 generation Louise Andreasen in charge, our mission is to make
long lasting furniture. These should be created with the least possible
impact on the environment which places great demands to the longevity
of our designs, the way we produce as well as the strength and footprint
of the materials we use.

Our Exterior furniture is made of aluminum and ArtFibre. The aluminum
is partly recycled, and selected items are made using recycled ArtFibre.
In our production there is minimum waste as ArtFibre residues can
go back into the production and all aluminum scraps are collected and
recycled. We believe in the importance of using recyclable materials and
the importance of using them in a way that enables further recyclability
in the future. Therefore, our Exterior furniture can be taken apart after
end use and sorted into clean, recyclable materials.

Social & environmental rcsponsibilitics

Taking environmental and social responsibilities are ongoing processes
that we have been working systematically with since 2013. We were
one of the first furniture companies in Denmark to be certified with an
1ISO14001:2015 and SA8000 (now replaced by SMETA by DNV). Through
our certifications, we have committed ourselves to a responsible social -
and environmental policy as well as an ongoing focus on developing and
improving these conditions.

WITH A PASSION FOR RATTAN

Sika-Design is a true family company with 3 generation,
Louise Andreasen, in charge. The story of Sika-Design began
in 1942 when Ankjzer Andreasen produced the first batch of
smaller interior items made of rush and willow, and since then
the family has continued his legacy.

Knud Andreasen, Ankjeer Andreasen’s son, took over the
company in 1983, and Ankjzer continued his daily inspections
until his death in 1997. Since 1996 Louise and Knud have
worked side by side bringing Sika-Design into the new century
with great designs, while never letting go of our strong heritage
of great craftsmanship.

In 2013 Louise Andreasen took over the company and became
CEO of Sika-Design. Knud is still working in the company and
is an important asset, as he is continuingly passing on the Sika-
Design company culture and heritage to the next generations.

Arne Jacobsen (1902-1971) was revered as one of the most
visionary and progressive Danish architects of his time. Arne
Jacobsen was admitted to the Architecture School at the Royal
Danish Academy of Fine Arts from 1924 to 1927. Still a student
in 1925, he participated in the Paris Art Deco fair, Exposition
Internationale des Arts Décoratifs et Industriels Modernes, where
he won a silver medal for his first furniture design.

In 1929 Arne Jacobsen won a Danish Architect’s Association
competition for designing the famous “House of the Future”

where the Paris lounge chair was displayed as a part of the
interior design.

Nanna Ditzel (1923-2005) was an internationally recognized Danish
designer. Together with her husband Jgrgen Ditzel (1921-1961),
their first furniture designs were exhibited while still students at the
Arts and Crafts School in Copenhagen.

They quickly established their own design studio and started to
work with wicker in the renowned workshop founded by the famous
wicker worker Robert W. in 1950. Ditzel's experimental approach

to materials resulted in multiple innovative furniture. Most known
is their Hanging Egg chair that has enjoyed praise worldwide ever
since the distinctive sculptural shape was created by Nanna &
Jorgen Ditzel in 1959.

Michel Buffet

Michel Buffet (1931-2024) was a French designer who
began designing while still a student in the 1950s. Buffet
was inspired by the works of pioneering French modernists
and with a degree in engineering and architecture, Michel
Buffet created his first furniture in 1954. Later the same
year Buffet presented the chair at Festival de la creation
francaise organized by Galeries Lafayette.

In his impressive career, Michel Buffet has created
functional designs ranging from lamps and furniture to
airplane cabins and gasoline stations. As a lover of art and

the beauty of nature, Michel Buffet combines the world
of industrial design with the world of decorators and is
internationally recognized as one of the great classic
designers.

Robert W.

Robert W. (1825-1902) was known as the best wicker
maker in Denmark and was appointed royal court
purveyor. Many architects came to his workshop to
get knowhow and understanding about weaving and
wickerwork. Among those were Danish architects Arne
Jacobsen, Viggo Boesen, Nanna & Jgrgen Ditzel and
Kay Bojesen. They all had prototypes made in Robert’s
workshop in Copenhagen.

Robert W. was a pioneer in rattan production. What he
did to the craftsmanship and the way he challenged the
material lays the groundwork for the way we know rattan

furniture today.

Jin Kuramoto (1976-) is a Japanese designer who
graduated from Kanazawa College of Art in 1999.
Despite his young age, Kuramoto has already received
international recognition and numerous awards including
the Red Dot Award, Good Design award and the iF Product
Design Award.

With an experimental approach to design, and a great
respect for the unique inherent properties of each
material, Kuramoto tells a story through each of his
designs ranging from automobiles, eyewear and furniture.

The Machiya furniture is inspired by the traditional
wooden townhouses found all over Japan. These
townhouses are built side-by-side, making them space
efficiently, and with characteristic wooden lattices on the
facade. Through beautiful lines and a smart storage shelf

these features are implemented in the Machiya furniture.

Tove Kindt-Larsen (1906-1994) was one of Denmark’s
most prominent designers from the 1930s to the 1960s.
Tove was trained at the Royal Danish Academy of Fine
Arts in Copenhagen and had a high sense of quality and an
appreciation of current trends.

Many of Tove Kindt-Larsen’s designs were inspired by
shapes found in nature, and she is especially known for her
work within architecture, silverware, textiles, and for the

pioneering work she did with rattan.

Viggo Boesen (1907-1985) was a Danish architect who
contributed to the Danish design aesthetics in the 1930s.
From his workshop, Viggo designed several rattan and
upholstery furniture where all his furniture was designed
according to his philosophy: Furniture should have an
organic flow and embrace the body smoothly and tenderly.

They should be a delight to the eye but also be solid and
durable.

The Fox chair was the first of many furniture pieces from
Viggo Boesen and with that he won the design competition
held by the Danish wicker-maker guild in 1936. His inspiring,
imaginative designs made him unique and put him among
the designers of the “Danish Golden Age.”
